Community Integration

Students with significant disabilities should notice no difference between their last day as public school students and their first day as independent adults.

Adult Independence Programs provide students with learning adventures that parallel the life experiences of independent adults. Learning adventures enable students to experience adult life, acquiring environmentally specific skills through participation in community activities.
Students are enrolled into one of the following service delivery models by their IEP teams:

· AIP at North Point High School – Students engage in community adventures on a 6 to 1 student to teacher ratio, working towards independent employment, travel, and community integration. Success is claimed when these goals are accomplished and the student begins to receive direct services from an adult service provider.

· AIP LINKS – Students engage in community adventures on a 4 to 1 student to staff ratio, working towards group employment and community activities. LINKS students are “linked” to adult life, transitioning to similar activities with an adult provider during their last school year.

· AIP at Spring Dell Center – Through a collaboration with Spring Dell Center, students who require habilitation services, experience the day-to-day life of an adult during their last school year.

With a continued dedication towards excellence the Charles County Public School System strives to implement new initiatives and programming. The development of the Adult Independence Programs speaks to our  commitment to students, families, and community.

Adult Independence staff are committed to providing seamless transitions to the adult community for students graduating from Charles County Public Schools with State Certificates.
Professional staff work with students to develop employment, travel, and community integration skills. Students are completely integrated into the adult service delivery system prior to their exit from the public school system.
Students begin receiving direct services from adult service providers during their exit year or earlier. As services from adult providers increase, supports from school system personnel decrease. At the point of transition, students should perceive no difference between their last day as public school students and their first day as independent adults.
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
