Discuss the function of the transition planning and development in the IEP process, specific to this population of students.

Can you give examples of how you have had to take control of a situation and create or develop a new program?

Describe your experience in working with families and other educators.

Please describe your teaching experience – classes you‘ve taught, challenges you’ve faced, particular situations where you thought you really made a difference.
