PROTOCOL FOR FAMILY INTERVIEW

Interviewer: Describe the program and features and handout materials.
Questions for Family Members/Guardians:

· What goals do you have for your son/daughter's future?

· What about the program appeals to you for your son/daughter?

· Is there anything about the program that concerns or frightens you for your son/daughter?

· Would you like your son/daughter to get a job?

Protocol: Family Questions, continued

· What interests or hobbies does your son/daughter have?

· What are your son/daughter's strengths (things he/she is good at)?

· What are some of your son/daughter's support needs (what does he/she need help with doing, and how do you help him/her)?

· Would you like your son/daughter to learn to be independent enough to travel to and from school and/or work alone, and then work independently? Do you think your son/daughter is capable of that and would like that as well?

· Are you comfortable with your son/daughter traveling within the community?

· Are there any restrictions on your son/daughter that we should know about?

· Does your son/daughter have any behavior problems? 

· Does your son/daughter take any medication? How often and independently?

· What kinds of things would you like a program such as this to focus on for your son/daughter?

· Would you like your son/daughter to learn to do such things as budget, open a bank account, count money efficiently, etc.?

· Is your son/daughter currently receiving Social Security benefits (SSI, SSDI)? For how long? What medical benefits do you use for your son/daughter?
